The book deals with raw materials (clay in the quarry and additives in the clay mix-
ture), process fundamentals (mixture preparation, product shaping, drying, firing, etc.),
machines and plants, and it also reviews the impact on the environmental issues and
the industry's search for quality.

The mechanical, thermal, hydric and durability properties of heavy clay products are
also examined. The perspectives that new technological developments offer to users,
and the recent product evolutions are also reviewed. Finally, the new European stan-
dardisation and the CE marking are briefly described.
